P.S.I.A. Procedures

All students 2nd through 8th grades participating in P.S.I.A. (Private School Interscholastic Association) competition will be meeting with the adult coaches at different times and days of the week. 

The times will either be early morning before school starts or after school. It is the responsibility of the students and parents to follow the schedule given to them by the coaches of each subject competition they are involved with. The coaches are teachers or parents who have volunteered their time to help students. 

Each coach will communicate to their group through distribution of schedules for their practice times through paper and/or electronic communications. If a practice session is canceled, it is the responsibility of the coach to communicate this to parents and students as soon as possible.

We ask that parents respect the time of the coaches by being on time to pick up the students. Coaches are to adhere to the ending times scheduled, and not release students before that time.  

After school meetings
Any student who is not picked up within 5 minutes of the scheduled ending time will be checked in with Childcare, and charged a drop-in fee.  

Coaches will escort students and wait outside at the front entrance if the group meets in the front building. Coaches who meet in the Hawthorne Hall building will escort students to the steps in front of the gym entrance. Any change in this procedure must be communicated to parents by the coach.

Parents need to address any questions regarding their child’s P.S.I.A. group to the coach that works with that group, preferably through e-mail or in person. Any questions directed through the front office will be forwarded to the coach. 
We appreciate all the hard work of the adults and students who choose to participate in P.S.I.A.,  and pray that everyone can respectfully work together for the benefit of our students and Our Lady Queen of Peace School.
